(1) How to think ?
(2) How to solve ?
[bookmark: _GoBack] Answer of 1st question is think alphabetically. Answer 2nd question is by tricks apply.
 How to think? 
Now I am presenting some good example about think alphabetically.
1) How to define ascending order and descending order ?
 A comes 1st in alphabet i.e. Ascending order means smaller to bigger number. D comes after A in alphabet means D is bigger than A i.e. Descending means bigger to smaller number.
Another way; D for Descending & D for Decreasing that means  In the case of Descending write Decreasing order means bigger to smaller.
 
2) How to define acute angled triangle and obtuse angled triangle? 
 SOLUTION:- In acute word , A 1st letter is A. In obtuse word 1st letter is O.  A is less than O and A means all, O means one.
So, in acute angle all angles are less than 900 .In obtuse angle one angle is more than 900 but less than 1800.
 HOW TO SOLVE ?

(1)     Find the value of 5% of 575
 Solution:-
 (5×575) ÷100 =2875÷100=28.75
  (2)  Find the value of 20% of 500
 Solution:-   20 × 5 = 100
 (3) How to multiply- 
      (i) 65 by 65                             (ii) 105 by 105
Solution:- 
   (i) After 6 number is 7. So 1st multiply 6 by 7,
       Means 42 and then put 25. So answer is 4225.
    (ii) After 10 is 11. So 1st mutiply10 by 11
          Means 110 and then put 25. So answer is 11025.
 [NOTE:-  We may apply if last digit is 5 with any same number.]

Example  1.     Date of Birth      05/09/1974 
Steps :I.   Last two digits of your birth year 74, divide by 4  [74 ÷4 = 18 (Quotient)  2(Remainder) Ignore the  Remainder]
          II.   Add Date +Month’s code + year (Last two digits) + quotient (5+6+74+18=103)
           III.   Divide this sum by 7 [ 103÷ 7 remainder is 5 ]
           IV.    Compare only the remainder to the chart to find the day you were born. 
           Note :   A remainder of “5” means that the person was born on a “Thursday”.
  Example 2.  Date of Birth   10 June 2012
  Steps: I.        12÷ 4 ; quotient = 3; remainder =0
           II.       10 + 5 + 12 + 3 = 30 (Add Date +Month’s code + year (Last two digits) + quotient)
           III.      30÷ 7 remainder is 2 
            IV. Compare only the remainder to the chart to find the day you were born. i.e. “Sunday”
